HURRICANE LAURA DAMAGES & REPAIRS:
Hurricane Laura caused extensive wind damages to our church parish property.  Roofing repairs or replacements are being made to the following parish buildings:  Olinger Hall, Gymnasium, 
Convent, Nursery, Resource House, parish House across from church, & the main School bldg. & Cafeteria.

The Total Cost of these many roof repairs is approx. $116,000.00, and because of the “2% Named Storm Deductible,” Insurance is only covering approx. $10,000.00 of the damages … meaning our parish & school is experiencing in this Fiscal Year an unexpected Out of Pocket major maintenance expense of approx. $106,000.00.

ALSO:  The Church building, Madonna Complex & church Office, have sustained water damages from Hurricane Delta & the recent Winter Ice Storm.  We are attending to these, with some Insurance coverage.
In this year in which there is already the added challenge of the pandemic, the large out of pocket expenses, particularly to repair wind damages to roofs, makes this a fiscal year that is especially challenging.
Thank You for your generosity in the weekly collection, helping our parish to meet these added challenges.
ANNUAL DIOCESAN APPEAL: The waters of Baptism make us part of the new covenant in Christ.
