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NEW  PROPERTY  &  LIABILITY
INSURANCE  REALITY

In the recent months, our Diocese’s long-time Property and Liability Insurance carrier, Catholic Mutual, withdrew from the state of La.  For many years through Catholic Mutual, a non-profit company, the churches of our Diocese enjoyed the benefit of excellent rates and coverage.  In the absence of CM, our Diocese has had to engage coverage with a “for profit” carrier, meaning significantly higher premiums and deductibles.  We have learned that the posture in La., where rates generally have greatly increased, is a “take it or leave it” situation.  Our new insurer in Diocese is the Waldorf Co.

On our OLPS church campus, we have many large buildings that are used heavily daily.  In the new reality, our Property and Liability premium has increased by approximately 70%.  Also, whereas our previous deductible was $500 per event, it is now dramatically higher at $50,000 per event.  If damages are due to wind or hail, the deductible is $100,000 per event. 

This new reality has required us in the months of this fiscal year in our parish to implement cost cutting measures that were not anticipated, in order to meet the higher Prop./Liab. Insurance costs, alongside the cumulative impact of inflation in basic operating expenses.  Further, all churches of our Diocese have now been informed that in June, we will no longer have the option of paying our Insurance premium monthly.  All church parishes will be required to pay to the Prop./Liab. Insurer the entire annual premium up front in June.

Anticipating this major June payment, plus factoring in the higher deductibles and general inflation, have put a great strain on our budget.  We face the reality, like many parishes, of possibly having to tap into long-term parish savings to meet operating expenses in the coming summer.  (Some churches of our Diocese face the added challenge that they may have to take out a loan to meet the major June Insurance payment.)

Our Diocese will continue to consider other possible carriers, but simply put, we no longer have the benefit of a “non-profit” Insurance company, and this hits very hard.                   (continued next column)
Having discussed this with our parish Finance Council, I want to make our community aware of this challenge we are facing.
