THANK YOU TO OUR PARISH
An update was received on the 2025 Annual Diocesan Appeal.  The response in our Parish to the A.D.A., themed “Embracing the Future of Hope,”  has been great.  OLPS Parish Goal is $101,855.00, and in our Parish, 164 Donors have pledged $103,625.00 with $95,817.00 having been collected thusfar.  

This has been a challenging year for all church parishes, in light of the increased Insurance costs.  To date, only about 20% of parishes of our Diocese have reached their ADA Goal.  That in our parish we had a generous response to the Insurance Appeal in the spring, and have now reached our ADA Goal in summer, are both blessings and positive indicators.

Looking to the fall, we have a huge group beginning in our OCIA, and a completely full parish calendar of events for youth, men, ladies, families and parish outreach.    

Thank You for your generosity and good will in supporting both the ADA and, earlier, the Insurance cause.  Thank You to our many parish volunteers.

SECURITY AT SCHOOL MASSES
